4 Steps of Protein Synthesis
1) DNA unwinds in the nucleus

2) mRNA carries the code into the cytoplasm

3) tRNA attaches to the mRNA

4) tRNA sends amino acids to ribosomes to produce proteins 
A mutation occurs any time there is a change in DNA during cell division.

The order of nitrogen bases along a gene is the genetic code
mRNA carries the DNA code from nucleus to cytoplasm;

tRNA carries the code from cytoplasm to ribosomes

DNA stays in nucleus, RNA in cytoplasm;

DNA contains thymine, RNA contains uracil

DNA is double strand, RNA is single strand
